Course Objectives: The primary goal of this course is to reinforce grammar, writing and develop proficiency in speaking Spanish. It is also intended that students develop an understanding and an appreciation of the various cultures of the Spanish speaking world.
Textbook and Workbook Manual:  “Al corriente”, by Blake, González Pagani, Ramos Marks, 4th edition and workbook. A Spanish/English dictionary is recommended for this course. 
Assignments: Students will be assigned oral and written exercises and listening comprehension activities. They will be graded according to their participation in these classroom exercises. If you are absent, please ask a classmate (not the teacher) about assignments and any new activities done in class during your absence.
Lab work: Students are expected to develop their oral comprehension by using the Lab Audio Program “Al Corriente” (Chapter 1-7) following the online language lab at the CCSF Language Center site, or attending two hours per week the language lab at CCSF. A student ID is required to use the Lab.
Attendance: Attendance is required and essential for the successful completion of this course. More than two unexcused absences will affect a student’s grade.  It is student’s responsibility to withdraw officially if she/he cannot complete the course at any time.
