                             BBC The French Experience, workbook

In French 10B, we will cover 5 units from Unit 6 thru Unit 10 with a quiz for each unit. 

We will also participate in short dialogues for the practice of vocabulary, verb forms, and idiomatic structures. A grade will be given that will count towards the final grade for the course 





Attendance is mandatory, and class participation is expected.  Daily/Weekly homework oral exercises and practice will be assigned and lab cards indicating lab hours (Audio & Video), will be collected periodically, every two to three weeks, (approximately two hours a week).

What will you be able to do after this course?  You will be able to accomplish the following in French : understand and give directions, purchase a train ticket and check train/bus schedules, reserve a room in a hotel, describe your home inside and say where you live, and tell what leisure activity you enjoy doing .

How to succeed in a language class?  Attendance, participation, regular study and lab work

are necessary for success in a language class.  You must be in class and participate at each session.  Work in class as if each question were directed to you to answer.  You must work with the tapes and the audio materials on a regular basis—ideally everyday. Try to study in moderate, 

concentrated periods—two 45 minute study periods are more effective than one three hour study 

period, for example.  Try to go to the lab and the tutors for a 30 minute session several times a week  rather than one two hour session.
Learning a language is acquiring habits; habits take long practice to learn.
In BBC the FRENCH EXPERIENCE TEXTBOOK, we find in each unit three to five sections with a recognizable introduction or symbol making reference to phonetics, language and vocabulary, culture, listening and reading activity, and to conclude the unit “checkpoints” in order to review what you have learned.  Both French and English (for directions and explanations) are used.  It is a good idea to get acquainted with your TEXTBOOK as soon as possible.  At the end of your TEXTBOOK, you will find a glossary with French/English words, and a transcript of the dialogues on the student tape.  There is no need to use a dictionary.

In BBC the FRENCH EXPERIENCE WORKBOOK, you will find a set of activities for each unit, (“fill-ins” and writing exercises) which are matching the material presented in the textbook.  Please take the time to practice orally with the various words and structures introduced in each unit.  This is particularly important before taking a unit quiz.

The CCSF Language Lab is located in Room 205 of the Rosenberg Library and has many useful study aids as well as DVD and computer programs. You will need to turn in a lab time card showing 2 hours per week of lab study. Up to one hour per week may be done on the “online” language lab which has “phonetics”, and very useful audio materials.
