In French 22  Grammar Review and Composition, we will review the use of the past tenses, the subjunctive, the use of conjunctions in subordinated clauses, relative pronouns and more. A weekly reading and writing practice is desirable. Students may select a topicor topics of their choice.
We will also participate in short dialogues for the practice of vocabulary, verb forms, and idiomatic structures. A grade will be given that will count towards the final grade for the course. 





Attendance is mandatory, and class participation is expected.  Daily/Weekly homework writing  and practice will be assigned and lab cards indicating lab hours (Audio, Internet research &  reading on-line or off-line), will be collected periodically, every three weeks, (approximately two hours a week).

What will you be able to do after this course?  You will be able to express yourself more clearly in writing using words and structures toward a more refined discourse. This will contribute to the understanding of more sophisticated texts on a variety of topics.  It will also improve your speaking skills.
How to succeed in a language class?  Attendance, participation, regular study and lab work

are necessary for success in a language class. You must be in class and participate at each session.  Work in class as if each question were directed to you to answer.  You must work with  the audio materials provided on line in the Language Center website on a regular basis—ideally everyday. Try to study in moderate, concentrated periods—two 45 minute study periods are more effective than one three hour study period, for example.  Try to go to the lab and the tutors for a 30 minute session several times a week  rather than one two hour session.
Learning a language is acquiring habits; habits take long practice to learn.
.The CCSF Language Lab is located in Room 205 of the Rosenberg Library and has many useful study aids as well as DVD and computer programs. You will need to turn in a lab time card showing 2 hours per week of lab study. Up to one hour per week may be done on the “online” language lab which has “phonetics”, and very useful audio materials.
