Creating a Single Page for the Web Using Dreamweaver

In this session you will learn to:

1. Create a Dreamweaver “site” (for organizational purposes) with a simple directory structure

2. Create a home page for the “site”.
3. Choose color for text, background, links, etc.

4. Insert a table for layout purposes.
5. Insert an image.
6. Insert a link to another web page.
7. Add a new page and make a link from the home page to the second page in your “site”.

8. Insert a table for displaying data in your second page.
Let’s get started:
1: Create a Dreamweaver “site” with a simple directory structure:
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	a. Make a folder in which you will put all files for your site. Mine is called “dw101”.
b. Create and name a new “Dreamweaver Site”. (Same name as the folder is fine.)
c. Answer “no” to using server technology

d. Select “Edit local copies on my machine, then upload to server  later (recommended)”

e. Navigate to the place on your machine where you created your site folder (for this class could be the desktop or “A:\” floppy drive or your  “H:\” network drive).

f. Answer “none” when asked how you connect (we can change this later if you already have a web account).
g. You should see your “site” on the right of your screen.

h. Right click on the folder, choose “new folder”. 
i. Name your new folder “images”. All images for your site will be stored here.


	2. Create a new html page 
· Right-click on your “site” folder.

· Choose “New File”
· Name your file “index.htm”
· Make this page your Home page
·  (right click on the file name, choose “Set as Home Page”
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	· Be sure to give your page a title.
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	3. Choose text and page properties (text color, font, background color, link color, etc.)

· Pull down the “Modify” menu.

· Choose “Page Properties”
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	4. Insert a table for layout purposes: 
· Pull down the “Insert menu”. 

· Choose “Table”. 

· Create a table with 1 row and 2 columns.

·  Make the table width 75%.
· Make the table border “0” since this table is for layout only.
· Fill in the Accessibility information as indicated.



	5. Insert an image. 

· From the “Insert Menu” choose, “Image”. Navigate to the desired image.

· Set properties as below.  Don’t forget the ALT tag. It’s the law! You may add a link to your picture if you wish.
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	6. Insert a link to another webpage

· Highlight the text that will be linked.

· Enter the URL you wish to link to.

· Select “_blank” in the “Target” menu if you wish the page to appear in a new browser window.
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	7. Add a new page (see step 3) and insert a link from your index page to the new page in your “site”. 
· Browse to your file by clicking on the yellow folder (see below).                   (
· Then choose the file you want to link to.
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8. Insert a table for displaying data. 
· Go to http://fog.ccsf.edu/~creitan/dw101
· Choose “Table data and Table example”.

· Decide how many columns and rows you’ll need.

· Decide how big you’d like your table border (0= no border)

· Choose your cell padding and cell spacing (see example).
· Create a table (see step 5).
