Features of the Task list: Comments
1. Only comments which start with designated tags show up in the task list. 
2. The task list includes the line number for the comment.

3. If you double click a comment, the cursor moves to that line in the code editor window.

4. You can sort the task list by clicking the header.

5. The task list will include all of the code units in your project.

You can add your own tags. In the Tools Options dialog, go to Environment (  Task List to create your own tags. Enter the word for your tag (here OPTIONAL ) and set a Priority if you want, then click Add.
